Prayer Vigil outside of Planned Parenthood 
Do you have 30 minutes to make a public stand for life? Planned Parenthood at 

1000 E. Washington St. in Springfield has been providing medication abortions us-

ing the RU-486 abortion pill since early 2010. RU-486 is promoted to vulnerable 

women as a safe and easy abortion method, but it has in fact been associated with 

numerous complications, including life-threatening hemorrhaging, infection, rup-

tured ectopic pregnancy, and even 14 deaths, according to the FDA’s website

Springfield Right to Life will again sponsor a signature campaign in the State Journal-Register, to be published 

this year on January 23, 2012, the Monday closest to the 39th anniversary of Roe vs. Wade. This will be the day 

after the annual Recommitment to Life Rally at the Howlett Building Auditorium, January 22nd, at 2:00 p.m., 

with a reception to follow in the Hall of Flags at the Howlett Building. This year’s speaker is Rebecca  

Kiessling, a pro-life speaker and attorney from Michigan, who will share her testimony as a child conceived in 

rape. Springfield Right to Life and the Office for Social Concerns of the Diocese of Springfield in Illinois will 

also be co-sponsoring a prayer vigil outside of Planned Parenthood on Monday, January 23 from 7:30 a.m. to 

4:30 p.m. A flyer with more information about the vigil is available on our website at www.srtl.org. 

 

This year’s campaign will state ñLife, ALL Life, is a Gift from God.ò Two red roses, pro-life symbols, will sur-

round a mother’s hand reaching out to her child. Also included will be Deuteronomy 30:19, “I have set before 

you life and death, the blessing and the curse. Choose life then that you and your descendants may live.” This 

information is on the sign-up sheet so you will know exactly what you are supporting.

Å Cost: A $5.00 donation per line, be it an individual, family, or group name, is requested to cover the cost of 

the campaign; any excess will be considered a contribution to Springfield Right to Life. Checks should be made 

out to Springfield Right to Life.  

Å Please photocopy the signup sheet on the reverse as needed to obtain signatures at your church or organization 

and from family and friends.  

Å Completed sheets and funds need to be in the Springfield Right to Life office, 323 East Monroe, Springfield, 

IL 62701, by12:00 noon on: 

* Tuesday, January 17, if you are submitting your signatures in an electronic format (e.g., as an e-mail 

attachment, on flash drive, or on a CD); 

* Friday, January 13, if you are submitting typewritten signatures; 

* Tuesday, January 10, if you are unable to provide signatures in either of the above formats.  You 

may submit handwritten forms and we will type them for you.  

* If necessary, the signup sheet(s) may be faxed to SRTL at 523-3323 by Tuesday, January 10, with the 

funds mailed or delivered separately. 

Å Please submit the hard copies of the signature forms to the Office by Friday, January 20 so we have a signa-

ture on file for every name that will appear in the ad. Office hours are 9:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m., but if the Office is 

closed please use the mail slot in the door at the corner of 4th and Monroe. A single check made out to Spring-

field Right to Life for any cash collected would be helpful in ensuring the security of funds collected.
